Is this patient Severely 
Immunocompromised or has spent 

time in the ICU?

Did the patient 
experience any 

symptoms?

Have at least 10 DAYS 
HAVE PASSED since the 

date of their first 
positive viral diagnostic 

test?

Have at least 10 days passed 
since the symptoms first 

appeared?

Patient can discontinue ISOLATION 
and no longer considered infectious/ 
transmission based precautions may 

be discontinued. 

Have at least 20 days 
passed since the 

symptoms first appeared?

Have at least 24 
hours passed since 

the patient last had a 
fever without the use 

of fever reducing 
medication?

Have all symptoms 
improved?

Must complete 
full 20 days since
